Lenten Regulations on Fasting and Abstinence  
 

Ash Wednesday, March 1,  marks the beginning of Lent. 
The following fasting and abstinence regulations are          
observed: 
 

Abstinence  from meat is observed on Ash Wednesday, 
Good Friday and all the Fridays of Lent by all Catholics 14 
years and older. 
 

Fasting  is observed on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday 
by all Catholics who are 18 years of age, but not yet 59. 
Those bound by this rule may only take one full meal. 
Two smaller meals are permitted as necessary to             
maintain strength according to oneôs needs, but eating 
solid foods between meals is not permitted.

Lent starts  this Wednesday!  I encourage you to plan now on coming to an 
Ash Wednesday service and to prepare by asking God what one thing do you want to 
change in your life for ever?  Then plan a lent of prayer, fasting and alms giving to make it 
happen.  
 

This weekôs Fish Fry income and tips will go to help support our Religious Education,        
Vacation Bible School, and Youth Ministry in our parish.  We have 732 children in our          
Religious Education Program from pre-school through Confirmation (high school juniors). 
Each summer we host a week of Vacation Bible School for  close to 120 young children. Our 
Youth Ministry Program reaches out to our middle school and high school age youth 
throughout the year with dynamic fun activities, teachings and prayer services.   Thank you for your support 
through the Fish Fry this week. 
 

Mark your calendars to attend the "Parish Meeting - Input for a new pastor."  Priest Personnel Board Chair,          
Fr. Luke Ferris, will be coming on Monday, March 6 at 7:00 pm.  Plan to attend to provide some feedback to the 
Board that recommends placement of priests.  Please continue to pray for priests in this time of transition.  
 

Lourdes Academy is now taking registration for next year.   If you are considering sending your children to our 
Catholic school, now is the time to seek information, tour the schools, and register.   For information on Lourdes 
and on School Choice go to the Lourdes web-site, lourdesacademyoshkosh.org.

If you anticipate you will need financial assistance next year, file the Financial Aid 
Forms at the school.  After the school tuition assistance is decided, the parish may be able to help.  If you are 
committed to the parish and want to send your children to Lourdes we want to help you make it happen.

Jessie Adrians, Coordinator of Religious Education 
St. Raphael the Archangel Catholic Church 
830 S. Westhaven Drive 
Oshkosh, WI 54904 
jessie.adrians@raphael.org 

Ash Wednesday is March 1    

Given the many challenges facing           

todayõs families, now is the perfect time 

and home is the perfect place to           

experience Lent. After all, home is 

where we rush and rest, where we hope 

and worry, where we love and forgive. 

It is home where we most often           

experience day -to -day salvation. Lenten 

experiences can take place in nearly 

every room of the house.  Each week 

before Easter, check the bulletin for 

some ways to celebrate Lent as a          

family!  

 

Week 1: Lenten Family Mealtime  
 

In addition to attending the amazing 

Friday Fish Fry at St. Raphael,           

designate one evening a week to prepare 

a meal together. Assign a different dish 

or task to each family member. Before 

starting, discuss how each family         

member is giving to the others ñgiving 

time, effort, and care to nourish the  

entire family to go out and do Godõs will. 

Begin with a prayer of thanks and         

petition.  
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Reflecting on the Scriptures  
ñCan a mother forget her infant, be without tenderness for the child of her womb? Even should she forget, 
I will never forget you. See, I have carved you on the palm of my hand.ò  --- Isaiah 49 
 
The image of a mother lovingly cuddling her child in her arms is one of warmth and love.  It conveys a special bond, of          

unselfish love, nurturing, and protection.  Jesus tells us that His love for us is greater, more constant, more reliable than that 

of a mother for her child.   
 

Being in the arms of a loving mother is a safe place to be; however, as an adult I live less protected from struggle and pain.  I 

may experience loss of job, separation from spouse, inability to pay the bills this month, diagnosis of cancer, foreclosure on 

a home, a child who is using drugs, etc.  And this leads to anxiety and endless worry. The negative effects of anxiety---

physically, emotionally, and mentally---are many. What effect does worry have on me spiritually?  What does it indicate 

about my spiritual health? 
 

The heart of my spiritual life is my relationship with God and my faith in Him.   Faith and fear are opposites of one another, 

and anxiety is the manifestation of fear. So how do I get rid of fear?  St. Paul answers this, ñThere is no fear in love, but  

perfect love casts out fear.ò(1 John 4:18)  To be able to release anxiety and my need for control, I need to believe in          

someone greater than myself because I know my limitations---and they scare me.  What I can trust is the deep and            

unconditional love of God.  Unconditional love is what most you or I experienced from parents and/or grandparents.  Itôs the 

sense that I had when I was little that no matter what I did or didnôt do, I was loved.  Closely tied with that love is that no 

knowing that no matter what I was afraid of, my parents/grandparents would make it all okay.   
 

Having faith doesnôt mean that I believe I will have no worries, or that Iôm protected from pain and difficulty, or that I will 

not have sickness, difficult circumstances, or broken relationships. What faith gives me is the assurance that God is good, 

that God can be trusted, that God wonôt forget me, for I hear in Isaiah, ñEven should she (a mother of an infant) forget, I will 

never forget you.ò 
 

No matter what happens in my life, I am always within Godôs loving hands.  No matter how things turn out, God is there for 

me, loving me, and yes, very much active in my life.  I am in safe hands.   The antidote to worry is trust. When I learn to rest 

in God, then surrendering my worry isnôt naµve optimism or a head-in-the-sand approach to my very real struggles and           

difficulties. It is confidence in God who is bigger than my problems.  I need to stop working myself up with worry, but trust 

and relax in Godôs loving arms, knowing that He is holding me at all times.

Nationally, unemployment rates are at an all-time low.  

But even though they may be working today, many 

factory workers are concerned about their jobs being 

taken over by robots tomorrow. Human Resource   

professionals know that itôs not enough to just           

encourage these individuals to stop worrying and to 

trust that God has given them what they need to find 

another job.  Job seekers need help with things like  

resume preparation and job interview skills so that they 

can use their God-given talents in an ever-evolving 

workplace rather than slipping into the depression to 

which worry so often leads.   

 

Is our suitcase stuffed with worry about what we are to 

wear?  Recently my beloved Chicago Cubs (yes, even 

though Iôve lived in Wisconsin since 2000 Iôm still 

loyal to my Cubbies) broke a decades-old curse and 

won the World Series. T-shirt manufacturers had shirts 

made up for both teams. What to do with the ones   

designed for the losing team?  Buy the shirts and ship 

them to children in a third world country so that they 

might have something to wear?  Sell or recycle them 

locally and use the money for mosquito nets and  

medicines?  Both, perhaps?  ñIs not life more than food 

and the body more than clothing?ò     

 

God promises to give us what we need.  Weôve got the 

directions.  We know where weôre supposed to be            

going. The question is, are we willing to let God pack 

our suitcase?
