Training in the Dominican Republic. 

Many of you women and moms out there may know 
already about Dannah Gresh. For those who may not 
know her name; she is an amazing woman of God and a 
pioneer in leading young girls and women around the 
world to live lives of modesty and purity. She is the 
author of many books such as And The Bride Wore 
White, The Lies Young Women Believe, and Six Ways 
to Keep the Little in Your Girl. She is also the Co-
Founder along with her husband of the Pure Freedom 
and Secret Keeper Girls organizations. I myself have 
read many of her books and I led a small Bible study 
for Carmen and her friends sing one of Dannahôs devo-
tionals.  

Dannah Gresh is hosting Leadership Training in the Dominican Republic November 4 ï 6 of this year. She 
wants to branch out to helping young women in the DR and is providing training to English-speaking mission-
aries and leaders in that area. An invitation has been extended to three missionaries here in Peru and I was of-
fered one of the invitations.  

This invitation came just a day after another missionary friend, Laura, and I were talking to a local pastor about 
how his church teaches Godôs principals on purity, dating, and personal value in this area. And how we can 
help reach the young women in an area where women are still struggling with oppression. His church is a lead-
er in the community with teaching the youth about God. He was explaining that even in his church they are 
only teaching the girls to get an education and then marry.

If there is one thing on which all Christians can agree: lib-
eral or conservative, large or small congregations, ethnici-
ty, income level, age or sex, it is that we all need to be 
praying for our nation as we come closer to Tuesday, No-
vember 8th.  One of the key passages from Scripture that 
encourages us to pray is 2 Chronicles 7:14. 

God says that if we do certain things, then He will heal the 
land in which weôre living.  Pretty clear cut, simple and to 
the point é or is it? 

We as Christians understand that the people ñwho are 
called by my nameò are us, the followers of Jesus.  We are 
called to humble ourselves, swallow our pride, confess and 
surrender our arrogance and illusions of what we think 
ought to be and search deep within each of us to discover 
the log in our eye, the idolatry in our hearts and the fear 
that keeps us from fully trusting our Father in Heaven.   

This was not a call, promise or way to get our country 
back.  God never intended for Israel to be like all the other 
nations.  God allowed Israel to have its King and nation to 
prove that they could not serve both God and country.  If 
Israel kept their eyes focused on Him, He could and would 

heal them and thus their land. 

For some, this promise has been interpreted to mean that 
God will make the United States like it was, or more accu-
rately what we perceive it to have been.  So while coming 
before God in prayer, they have already made up their 
mind as to what our nation should look like. 

The promise of this passage isnôt about getting our nations 
back to the way it used to be, but because of the attitude 
and actions of humility, confession, repentance and trust, 
He promises forgiveness and the healing of our communi-
ties and nations.  And if we have that kind of prayerful 
acceptance and trust in Him, how He chooses to heal our 
nation wonôt be a concern. 

Be sure to pray and vote this November as a  
witness to your trust in Godôs process, purpose  
and providence.
