2.	 Baptist Men Organization 

There shall be an organization of Baptist Men of the church with such organization as 
needed. This program shalll be directed by a director who shall be elected by the 
church. The tasks are to teach missions; engage in mission action, support world 
missions through prayer and giving; provide and interpret information regarding the 
work of the church and the denomination. 

Section 4, Church Music Program 

There shall be a church music program under the direction of the music director. Such 
officers and or organizations shall be included as needed. The music tasks shall be to 
teach music, train persons to lead, sing, and play music; provide music in the church and 
community; provide and interpret information regarding the work of the church and the 
denomination. 

VI. ORDINANCES 

Section 1, Baptism 

A person who receives Jesus Christ as Savior by personal faith, who professes him 
publicly at any worship service, and who indicates a commitment to follow Christ as Lord, 
shall be received for baptism. 

A.	 Baptism shall be by immersion in water. 
B.	 Baptism shall be administered by the pastor or any ordained minister that the 

church may authorize. 
C.	 Baptism shall be administered as an act of worship during any worship service. 
D.	 A person professing Christ and failing to be baptized after a reasonable length of 

time shall be counseled by the pastor and/or staff and deacons. If negative 
interest is ascertained, he shall be deleted from those awaiting baptism. 

Section 2, The Lord's Supper 

The Lord's Supper is a symbolic act of obedience whereby members of the church through 
partaking of the bread and fruit of the vine, commemorate the death of Jesus Christ and 
anticipate his second coming. 

I.	 The Lord's Supper shall be observed quarterly, preferably the first Sunday of the 
quarter, or as otherwise scheduled. 

II.	 The Lord's Supper shall be observed in the morning or evening worship services. 
III.	 The pastor and deacons shall be responsible for the administration of the Lord's 

Supper. 
IV.	 In the absence of the pastor, the church may authorize any ordained minister to 
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administer the Lord's Supper. 
V.	 The deacons shall be responsible for the physical preparations of the Lord's 

Supper. 

VII. CHURCH MEETINGS 

Section 1, Worship Services 

The church shall meet regularly each Sunday morning, Sunday evening, and Wednesday 
evening for preaching, instruction, evangelism, and for the worship of Almighty God. 
These meetings will be open for the entire membership of the church and for all people 
who want to come and worship Almighty God, and shall be conducted under the direction 
of the pastor. 

Section 2, Special Services 

Revival services and any other church meetings which will be essential in the promotion 
of the objectives of the church shall be placed on the church calendar. 

Section 3, Regular Business Meetings 

A quarterly business meeting will be held following the evening service on a designated 
Sunday of each quarter of the calendar year. (The church will provide a monthly financial 
statement which will be placed on the tables in the foyer.) 

Section 4, Special Called Business Meeting 

A special called business meeting may be called to consider special matters of significant 
nature. A notice of the subject, date, time and location must be given for the special called 
business meeting no later than the Sunday preceding the Wednesday on which the special 
meeting would be called, unless extreme urgency renders such notice impracticable. 

Section 5, Quorum 

The quorum consists of those who attend the business meeting, provided it is a stated 
meeting or one that has been properly called. 

Section 6, Parliamentary Rules 

Robert's Rules of Order, Revised, is the authority for parliamentary rules of procedure for 
all business meetings of the church. 

VIII. CHURCH FINANCES 

Section 1, Budget 

See Article III, Section 3 
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It is understood that membership in this church involves financial obligation to support the 
church and its causes with regular, proportionate gifts. Each member shall, therefore, be 
approached by a representative of the church for a pledge to the church's unified budget; 
and at least annually, plans shall be put into operation for securing a worthy subscription 
from each member fo the church. 

A system of accounting that will adequately provide for the handling of all funds shall be 
the responsibility of the stewardship committee. 

All checks drawn on the church shall require two signatures, one the church treasurer, or 
in the absence of the treasurer, the assistant treasurer and one of two others to be elected 
by the church. 

Section 2, Fiscal Year 

The fiscal year of the church shall run from January 1 through December 311. 

Section 3, Church Year 

The church year shall run from July 1 through June 30. 

IX. AMENDMENTS 

Changes in this constitution and bylaws may be made at any regular business meeting of 
the church, provided each amendment shall have been presented in writing at a previous 
meeting, and copies of the proposed amendment be furnished to each member present. 

Amendments to the constitution shall be by two thirds vote of all members of the church 
present entitled to vote; amendments to the bylaws shall have a concurrence of a majority 
of the members present and voting.
